Cultural practices to maintain healthy larger plants in the landscape and
pesticide safety will also be addressed during the workshop.

The emphasis of the workshop is to make the appropriate pest management decisions to maximize
the control of the pest while minimizing the potential exposure of man and the environment to
pesticide residues.

Resources such as EPA’'s web based Healthy School Environmental Assessment Tool (Healthy SEAT)
and School IPM 2015 plus Regional IPM Centers will be discussed.
